This conference deals with the lessons of war and peace in remembrance of the end of World War II that took place on the decks of the battleship Missouri.  As we celebrate the 65th Anniversary of the Japanese surrender; important perspectives can be shared not only in relation to the events of the war in the Pacific, but other wars and conflicts in the 20th century. The conference will be held August 27-29, 2010 onboard the Battleship Missouri Memorial.  A reception will be held on Friday evening August 27, at 5pm on the Fantail of the Missouri, with our guest speaker being a recognized author on World War II. 

Registration with a continental breakfast takes place from 8:15-9:00am on Saturday August 28, followed by 3 sessions of panelists, with the day ending at 3:00pm. 

Day two continues at 8am on Sunday August 29 with a Continental Breakfast, and 3 more sessions of panelists including a panel of Missouri veterans from WWII and the Korean War. 

Panelists include Dr. Patrick Bratton, assistant professor of Political Science and Program Chair for Political Science and International Relations at Hawaii Pacific University, and Dr. Russell Hart, associate professor of history, Chair of the Department of History, and Program Chair for Diplomacy and Military Studies at Hawaii Pacific University. 
Topics include; “The Lessons of race based governing”, and “The Lessons of Coercive Diplomacy”. 

In addition to the panel discussions, excursions to the Arizona Memorial, Bowfin Submarine Museum, and the Pacific Aviaiton Museum will be offered.
